Canton Lincoln High School Alumni Association Application Requirements:  
 

1. this fully completed application form; 

2. a one-page, typed essay (begin on a separate sheet of paper), telling why you selected your field 

of study and how you plan to use your educational experience; 

3. a listing of the following (begin on another separate sheet of paper): 

a. your extra-curricular school activities, 

b. your residential and/or school community involvement, and 

c. any awards, honors, or recognition you have received; 

4. a brief paragraph telling how you spent the last two summers (begin on another separate sheet 

of paper);  

5. three (3) letters of recommendation (teachers, coaches, employers preferred), which must be 

current and signed; and 

6. one of the following: 

a. (high school students) an official copy of your high school transcript, including your 

ACT or SAT scores. 

b. (college students) an official, cumulative copy of your advanced education transcript 

from your school's registrar's office.  If scores are not available due to the age of the 

applicant, life experiences may be substituted. 

 

 

Scholarships will be awarded at the Awards Reception in July.
