Applicants may not have been a previous recipient of a Rumberger Foundation
Scholarship. 2024 and 2025 CLHSAA scholarship recipients will need to wait until
2027 and 2028 respectively to apply.

You MUST submit an official copy of your transcript including grades from your most
recently completed semester or quarter. Note: If you are also applying for the CLHSAA
Scholarship, you only need to submit one transcript copy.

You MUST submit THREE current Personal Reference Evaluation Forms. Please make
copies of the enclosed form.

The award shall be made payable upon proof of your enrollment to an accredited
institution.

Scholarship recipients will be selected using criteria set by the Rumberger Foundation.
Application postmark deadline is March 31. 2026.
